AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND MARQUETTE CITY CODE
CHAPTER 10 — BUILDINGS AND BUILDING REGULATIONS,
WITH REGARD TO REGULATED FLOOD PRONE HAZARD
AREAS

INTENT

The purpose of this ordinance is to amend Section 10-21 of the Marquette City Code to
affirm an enforcing agency to discharge the responsibility of the City of Marquette
located in Marquette County, and to designate regulated flood hazard areas under the
provisions of the State Construction Code Act, Act No. 230 of the Public Acts of 1972,
as amended.

The City of Marquette Ordains:

SECTION 1. That Section 10-21 be hereby amended in its entirety to read as
follows:

Sec. 10-21. — Designation of regulated floodprone hazard areas.

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance Study (FIS)
Entitled “The Flood Insurance Study for Marquette County, All jurisdictions” and dated
June 6, 2024 and the Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) listed on the Index Panel
26103CINDOB effective June 6, 2024 are adopted by reference for purposes of
administration of the Michigan Construction Code, and declared to be part of Section
1612.3 of the Michigan Building Code, and to provide the content of the “Flood Hazards”
section of Table R301.2(1) of the Michigan Residential Code.

SECTION 2. That a new Section 10-22 be hereby adopted, to read as follows:

Sec. 10-22. — Most restrictive standards and requirements apply.

Where this article conflicts with any other provision of this Code, the provisions of this
article shall apply, except where other code provisions impose more stringent
restrictions furthering the intent and purpose of this article, in which case the more
stringent restriction shall apply.

SECTION 3. That this ordinance shall take effect ten days after adoption but not
before publication.
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
